Instructional Procedures


Focusing Event: I will start the lesson by showing a short video that discusses the three different types of Author’s Purpose, which include persuade, inform, and entertain. 

Teaching/ Learning Procedures: After the video, I will ask students to tell me what they remember about author’s purpose. Then, I will have a short activity about author’s purpose. The students will read three different passages and identify the author’s purpose. They will put their hands on their heads if they think the author’s purpose is to inform. They will stand up if the author’s purpose is to persuade, and they will make a silly face if the author’s purpose is to entertain. Then we will discuss different books that the students have read to analyze the author’s purpose. The will talk to a person beside them to share an idea as we analyze the books they have read. 

Formative Check(ongoing or specific): I will ask questions, observe, and include think-pair-share. 

Reteach (alternative used as needed): I will use an interactive YouTube activity that shows video clips of persuading, entertaining, or informing that is formatted as a fun quiz. 

Closure: There will be a quick matching activity in the end. It is done online and we will all do it together. 
Assessment/Summative Evaluation: Students will have an exam that would include different passages or examples of an author’s purpose and they will have to correctly identify the author’s purpose.

Modifications/Notes:
ESL: provide visuals and allow the student to work with a partner, if necessary.

GT: have student create story using persuade, inform, or entertain as their purpose during their free time

Special Ed: allow student to work with a partner and provide guided notes
