Instructional Procedures

Focusing Event: I would gather students on the carpet and I would stand in front of them with peanut butter, jelly, 2 plastic knives, and 2 slices of bread. I would ask them if they have ever had a peanut butter and jelly sandwich before. I would also ask them if they know how to make a peanut butter and jelly sandwich. Then, I would tell them to give me directions on how to make the peanut butter and jelly sandwich. I would draw Popsicle sticks with their names in order to give everyone a fair chance to speak. I would make sure to follow their instructions step by step exactly how they are given to me. I know that the students would start to catch on to what I am doing. Once they have all realized that their directions are important and the sandwich has been successfully made, I would introduce the topic to our lesson. I would tell them that there are steps that we need to follow for everything we do, from getting ready in the morning, to following a recipe, to doing a favorite activity. In order to do these things, we have to follow a set of directions to do it again and again successfully. I would also tell them that we are going to learn how to follow, interpret, and build our own multi-step directions. 

Teaching/ Learning Procedures:

· First, I would gather the students and read them the book How to Sneak your Monster into School. We would discuss the events in the book and relate it to interpreting written directions. Then, we would have an activity to interpret the directions that character in the book gave.  Like why do you think he said to wake up one hour before your parents? Why do you think he lists the items you will need? They would write about that in their journal along with pictures. This will teach them that it is important to understand directions and why they are given. 

· Then, I would put the students in partners and give them a set of instructions with picture cues to follow. Once everyone has finished, we would gather and discuss things they noticed about following written directions. The discussion would be completed while working on an anchor chart. The anchor chart should include 1. Carefully read the entire set of directions so you know what you have to do. 2. Think about what you have to do. 3. Follow directions in the order they are written. 4. Don’t skip any steps in the directions. 5. If there’s something you don’t understand ask for help. I would make sure to discuss and explain each point on the anchor chart. I would put them with new partners and give them new set of instructions to follow with picture cues.
· Next, I would gather the students and we would discuss about what they have noticed that procedural texts contain.  I would lead the discussion to create another anchor chart about writing their own multi-step directions. I would make sure to include 1. Write about something you are an expert at. 2. List materials needed. 3. Use order words (first, next, then, etc.). 4. Use pictures or drawings to show how. 5. Include action words (brush, cover, cut, paste, give, etc.). Then, I would have them write in their journals a set of directions. Then, they can share their procedural texts with the class. 


Formative Check(ongoing or specific): I would walk around, listen, and discuss with students so that I can make sure they are understanding. If they are not, I would guide their thinking towards the right direction by prompting them and asking them questions. 


Reteach (alternative used as needed): I would read a different book to the class called How to Babysit a Grandpa. We would discuss the book and how it relates to interpreting, following, and creating your own directions. Then, we would do a smart board activity that can be found on this link http://exchange.smarttech.com/search.html?q=following+directions. We would also watch a video that has them follow directions that can be found on this link https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Qr9ge4XGUYs. 

Closure: I would have students write at least three things they learned about interpreting, following, and creating written multi-step directions. They will also be asked to explain the importance of following directions. It will be a ticket out the door to line up for lunch.
Assessment/Summative Evaluation: Students will be given a test that includes a procedural text that includes written multi-step directions with picture cues. They would have to successfully follow the instructions and answer questions, such as Identify what happened first. Explain why the materials are listed. Define directions. Identify the last step in the directions. What do you think would happen if this step were switched with that step? Create a new step to add to the set of instructions and justify it. Draw a picture to represent the third step in the directions, and so on.

Modifications/Notes:
· If needed, student will be given a hand out of the anchor charts to keep at his or her desk. 

· If needed, student will be allowed to type up their responses and written multi-step directions instead of handwriting them. 

· If needed, student will be allowed to work with a partner to create his or her own set of written multi-step directions.

· If needed, student will be given an outline template to create his or her own set of written multi-step directions instead of a blank sheet. 
· If needed, test will be given orally.
